DOVER PROVIDING FOR HANDICAPPED PARKING SPACE AT
30 W. FAIRVIEW AVENUE

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of Dover, County of
Morris, State of New Jersey, as follows,

SECTION 1, Description for handicap parking space to belocated at 30 W. Fairview Avenue:

Said handicap space shall be located along the southerly curb line of W.
Fairview Avenue beginning at a point 34’ east of the southeasterly curb line
intersection of Baker Street and W. Fairview Avenue. Thence, continuing in an
easterly direction for a distance of 20°. Please be advised that there is a driveway
located on the Baker Street side of the property that can currently provide at least
two parking spots.

SECTION 2, All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this within ordinance are
hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.

SECTION 3, If any section, subsection, clause, phrase or portion of this ordinance is for any
reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall
be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision, and such holding shall not affect the
validity of the remaining portions hereof.

SECTION 4: This ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication in the manner
required by New Jersey law.

ORDINANCE 22-2021

ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF
DOVER, COUNTY OF MORRIS, STATE OF NEW JERSEY ADOPTING A
REDEVELOPMENT PLAN RELATING TO THE EAST McFARLAN STREET
REDEVELOPMENT AREA

WHEREAS, the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.4. 40A:12A-1, et seq., (the
“Act”) authorizes municipalities to determine whether cettain parcels of land in the municipality
constitute areas in need of redevelopment; and

WHEREAS, on June 27, 2019, by Resolution No. 159-2019 and in accordance with the
provisions of the Act, the Board of Alderman of the Town of Dover, in the County of Morris,
New Jersey (the “Board of Alderman”) authorized and directed the Planning Board of the Town
of Dover (the “Planning Board”) to conduct an investigation of the properties identified on the
tax maps of the Town of Dover (“Dover”) as Block 1315, Lots 3, 4 and 5 (80 E. McFarlan
Street), inclusive of any and all streets, “paper” streets, private drives and right of ways
(collectively, the “Study Area”), and to determine whether all or a portion of the Study Area
meets the criteria set forth in the Act, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5, and whether the Study Area should
be designated as a non-condemnation area in need of redevelopment; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board received a report setting forth the basis for the investigation
and a map depicting the Study Area prepared by David G. Roberts, AICP, PP, LLA of dgRoberts
Planning & Design, LLC (the “Planning Consultant”), entitled, “Redevelopment Study Area
Determination of Need Report — Route 46 Study Areas” dated July 31, 2019 concerning the
determination of the Study Area as-an-area in need of redevelopment (the “Study”); and

WHEREAS, the Planning Consultant concluded in the Study and testified to the Planning Board
on August 28, 2019 that the Study Area satisfies the criterion for a redevelopment area
designation as set forth in the Act pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(e); and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board recommended that the Study Area be designated as an area in
need of redevelopment (“Board Recommendation”); and

WHEREAS, the Board of Alderman adopted Resolution 198-19 on September 10, 2019
designating the Study Area as an area in need of redevelopment pursuant to the Act and directing
the Planning Board to prepare a redevelopment plan; and

WHEREAS, on December 29, 2020, the Board of Alderman adopted Resolution No. 262-2020
reaffirming its designation of the Study Area as an area in need of redevelopment pursuant to the
Act and directing the Planning Board to prepare a redevelopment plan; and
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WHEREAS, on behalf of the Planning Board, the Planning Consultant prepared the
redevelopment plan attached hereto as Exhibit “A” for Lots 3 and 4 within the Study Area (the
“Redevelopment Plan’); and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board adopted a resolution at its August 25, 2021 meeting
determining that the Redevelopment Plan is substantially consistent with the municipal master
plan and recommending that the Mayor and Board of Alderman adopt the Redevelopment Plan;
and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Alderman introduced this Ordinance at its regular meeting
of August 31, 2021; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Alderman held a hearing to consider the Redevelopment
Plan at its regular meeting of September 14, 2021 in accordance with the requirements of the
Act, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-7; and

WHEREAS, the Town desires to adopt the Redevelopment Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMAN OF THE
TOWN OF DOVER, COUNTY OF MORRIS,; NEW JERSEY AS FOLLOWS:

I. GENERAL

The aforementioned recitals are incorporated herein as though fully set forth at
length.

II. ADOPTION OF REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

The Redevelopment Plan, attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, is hereby approved.

INILAMENDMENT OEZONING ORDINANCE

The zoning map and zoning ordinances of Dover are hereby amended to incorporate
the provisions of the Redevelopment Plan. The Redevelopment Plan constitutes an
overlay of existing zoning and does not supersede existing zoning.

IV.SEVERABILITY

If any section, subsection, paragraph, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be
adjudged to be invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to such section, subsection,
paragraph, clause or provision and the remainder of this ordinance shall be deemed
valid and effective.

V. AVAILABILITY OF THE ORDINANCE

A copy of this Ordinance shall be available for public inspection at the offices of the
Municipal Clerk.

ORDINANCE 23-2021

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS IMPROVEMENTS TO THE
WATER SYSTEM IN AND BY THE TOWN OF DOVER, IN THE COUNTY OF
MORRIS, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING $3,160,000 THEREFOR AND
AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $3,160,000 BONDS OR-NOTES OF THE TOWN
TO FINANCE THE COST THEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF DOVER,
IN THE COUNTY OF MORRIS, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members
thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The improvement described in Section 3(a) of this bond ordinance is
hereby authorized to be undertaken by the Town of Dover, in the County of Morris, New Jersey
(the "Town"). For the improvement or purpose described in Section 3(a), there is hereby
appropriated the sum of $3,160,000. No down payment is required as the purpose authorized
herein is deemed self-liquidating and the bonds and bond anticipation notes authorized herein are
deductible from the gross debt of the Town, as more fully explained in Section 6(¢) of this bond
ordinance.

Section 2. In order to finance the cost of the improvement or purpose, negotiable
bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $3;160,000 pursuant to the
Local Bond Law. In anticipation of the issuance of the bonds, negotiable bond anticipation notes
are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local
Bond Law.

Section 3¢ (a) The improvement hereby authorized and the purpose for the financing
of which the bonds are to be issued is various improvements to the Water System, including, but
not limited to, permanent leak detection, bridge improvements, emergency improvements, water
meter replacements, the replacement and insertion of valves, water main replacements, building
improvements, facility improvements, the acquisition of a generator and a water rate study,
including engineering and consulting fees and all other related costs and expenditures incidental
thereto-and further including all work and materials necessary therefor and incidental thereto.

(b) The estimated maximum amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for
the improvement or purpose is as stated in Section 2 hereof.

(c) The estimated cost of the improvement or purpose is equal to the amount of the
appropriation herein made therefor.

Section 4. All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as
may be determined by the chief financial officer; provided that no bond anticipation note shall
mature later than one year from its date, unless such bond anticipation notes are permitted to
mature at such later date in accordance with applicable law. The bond anticipation notes shall
bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the chief financial
officer. . The chief financial officer shall determine all matters in connection with bond
anticipation notes issued pursuant to this bond ordinance, and the chief financial officer's
signature upon the bond anticipation notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such
determinations. All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time
subject to the provisions of the Local Bond Law or other applicable law. The chief financial
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officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at
public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of
the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof. The chief
financial officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next
succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this
bond ordinance is made. Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate
and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation notes sold, the price obtained and the name of
the purchaser.

Section 5. The Town hereby certifies that it has adopted a capital budget or a
temporary capital budget, as applicable. The capital or temporary capital budget of the Town is
hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinance to the extent of any
inconsistency herewith. To the extent that the purposes authorized herein are inconsistent with
the adopted capital or temporary capital budget, a revised capital or temporary capital budget has
been filed with the Division of Local Government Services.

Section 6. The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited
and stated:

(a) The improvement or purpose described in Section 3(a) of this bond ordinance is
not a current expense. It is an improvement or purpose that the Town may lawfully undertake as
a self-liquidating purpose of a municipal public utility. No part of the cost thereof has been or
shall be specially assessed on property specially benefitted thereby.

(b) The period of usefulness of the improvement or purpose within the limitations of
the Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the
bonds authorized by this bond ordinance, is 15 years.

(©) The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly
prepared and filed in the office of the Clerk, and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been
filed in the office’ of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the
Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey. Such statement shows that the
gross debt of the Town as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the
bonds andnotes provided in this bond ordinance by $3,160,000, but that the net debt of the Town
determined as provided in.the Local Bond Law is not increased by this bond ordinance. The
obligations authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by the Local Bond
Law.

(d) An aggregate amount not exceeding $632,000 for items of expense listed in and
permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included in the estimated cost indicated herein for the
purpose or improvement.

(e) This bond ordinance authorizes obligations of the Town solely for purposes
described in N.J.S.A. 40A:2-7(h). The obligations authorized herein are to be issued for a
purpose that is deemed to be self-liquidating pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:2-47(a) and are deductible
from the gross debt of the Town pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:2-44(c).

® The Town hereby declares that none of the improvements set forth in Section 3(a)
individually cost more than $1,000,000. Accordingly, the provisions of N.J.S.A. 58:11B-5.1
shall not apply to such improvements.

Section 7. The Town hereby declares the intent of the Town to issue bonds or bond
anticipation notes in the amount authorized in Section 2 of this bond ordinance and to use the
proceeds to pay or reimburse expenditures for the costs of the purposes described in Section 3(a)



of this bond ordinance. This Section 7 is a declaration of intent within the meaning and for
purposes of the Treasury Regulations.

Section 8. Any grant moneys received for the purpose described in Section 3 hereof
shall be applied either to direct payment of the cost of the improvement or to payment of the
obligations issued pursuant to this bond ordinance. The amount of obligations authorized but not
issued hereunder shall be reduced to the extent that such funds are so used.

Section 9. The chief financial officer of the Town is hereby authorized to prepare and
to update from time to time as necessary a financial disclosure document to be distributed in
connection with the sale of obligations of the Town and to execute such disclosure document on
behalf of the Town. The chief financial officer is further authorized to enter into the appropriate
undertaking to provide secondary market disclosure on behalf of the Town pursuant to Rule
15¢2-12 of the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “Rule”) for the benefit of holders and
beneficial owners of obligations of the Town and to amend such undertaking from time to time
in connection with any change in law, or interpretation thereof, provided such undertaking is and
continues to be, in the opinion of a nationally recognized bond counsel, consistent with the
requirements of the Rule. In the event that the Town fails to comply with its undertaking, the
Town shall not be liable for any monetary damages, and the remedy shall be limited to specific
performance of the undertaking.

Section 10.  The full faith and credit of the Town are hereby pledged to the punctual
payment of the principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.
The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Town, and the Town shall be
obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable property within the Town for the payment
of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.

Section 11.  This bond ordinance shall take effect 20 days after the first publication
thereof after final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN
OF DOVER, COUNTY OF MORRIS AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING AND
SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 72, SALARIES AND COMPENSATION

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen, Town of Dover, County of Morris,
NJ as follows:

A. CHAPTER C. “Salaries and Compensation for Certain Employees” is hereby
amended and supplemented by the following:

CHAPTER C.
SALARIES & COMPENSATION FOR CERTAIN EMPLOYEES

1. Effective January 1, 2021 as indicated below; salaries, compensation or fees are hereby
established for the following named officers, employees or positions in the Town of Dover at the
rate of or within the salary ranges listed.

B. All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to
the extent of such inconsistencies.

C. All collective bargaining agreements in effect as of the adoption of this ordinance are
included by reference.

D. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication. The Board
of Aldermen shall adopt resolutions, from time to time as needed, to establish individual salaries
for employees impacted by this ordinance.
