CAUCUS MEETING MINUTES

August 8, 2006
The Caucus Meeting of the Mayor and Board of Aldermen was held in council chambers, 37 N. Sussex Street, Dover, New Jersey.

Mayor Dodd called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm

All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag and prayer was given asking for guidance and strength to do what is right for our town and our citizens.

ROLL CALL:

Present: Aldermen Romaine, Fahy, Burbridge, Delaney, Poolas, Ryan, Visioli and Mayor Dodd


Absent: Alderman Newman
Also present were Administrator Garvin, Attorney Pennella, and Clerk Verga

Clerk Verga stated adequate notice was given to the official newspaper.
Hearing for Municipal Consent from verizon
Edward Butts is a Franchise Manager for Verizon.  He noted that in March an application was filed for municipal consent with the Municipal Clerk to grant Verizon municipal consent to become a cable TV provider in Dover.  This application is filed under the NJ Statutory proceedings for obtaining a cable franchise.  It consist of filing an application with the town then the board conducts a public hearing to determine if Verizon has a financial, technical, legal and character qualification to provide cable service.  If the Board concludes that Verizon does have those qualifications, then the Board adopts a resolution granting municipal consent.  
Verizon then has 45-days to work out the terms post franchise ordinances.  That ordinance then gets sent to the Office of Cable Television for their review.  Once, the Office of Cable Television is satisfied they return the ordinance to the town to be re-submitted and introduced as an ordinance and adopted at that time.  Mr. Butts noted that Phase II consist of filing an application for a Certificate of Approval with the Board of Public Utilities and once they issue the certificate Verizon will then be able to provide service to Dover.  Mr. Butts noted that it’s a long statutory procedure. He also noted that Governor Corzine signed new cable legislation which provides an alternative procedure for obtaining a cable franchise.  This new legislation allow companies like Verizon which is already in the right of way to purse into a telecom franchise which is using their telephone facility to provide cable service.  
A System Wide Franchise Application which will allow companies to provide service in multiple towns included in the application.  Once that legislation was passed it interrupted the municipal process that has been filed and we don’t have a final decision from the company whether then want to purse the municipal application.  Mr. Butts is in an unfortunate situation and hopes the board can carry it with the agreement to be at later date for further hearing until they have direction.  Mr. Butts would like to describe the service and benefits that will be provided to the residents of Dover.  Verizon will replace the copper with fiber and currently provides high speed internet & telephone service.  Once Verizon receives permission from the Board of Public Utilities and the town then can provide television service. Verizon provides high definition channels, channels in different languages at very good prices.  At this time grant municipal consent or whether Verizon wants to include the town in the system wide franchise application he not sure which one is quicker.
Alderman Visioli asked if Verizon’s position in Dover to the point all the copper is gone and the town is fibrotic in your system.  Mr. Butts noted that the bill is not complete.  This continues over a multi-month period typically Verizon comes in to do an aerial, then they schedule with local police for bury work, and permits are required.  There are some multiple dwelling units which Verizon has to figure out how to get fiber into those buildings.  It’s not all done and it will be done over a period of years.
Alderwomen Burbridge asked if the legislation precludes us to allow our residents other opportunity for other cable service.
Attorney Pennella’s understanding of the statue is that the town may be allowed to offer multiple services.

Mayor Dodd understands Mr. Butts’ concerns and having the Board at least table the municipal consent with the best interest of Verizon.  Mayor Dodd’s concern is the residents of Dover and not of any adjoining towns.  As part of the negotiation typically the town receives incentives (cable to the library, municipal building) will that jeopardize our ability for incentives for the residents of Dover if Verizon goes to multiple town application.

Mr. Butts noted that with the system wide Franchise Application Verizon will go directly to the Office of Cable Television and not the Town.  The act itself has numerous provisions relating to the incentives that the town normally receive for example Verizon will provide free cable service to the municipal building, public, schools, library.  Legislation deals with incentives.
Mayor Dodd opened this portion of the meeting to the public.
Mike Cichetti – So. Salem Street - Mr. Cichetti wanted to know the fees for the Verizon franchise.
Mr. Butts noted that would be under the municipal process if the municipal consent is granted then the payments and incentives will be part of the negotiations process.
Attorney Pennella commented that his experience has been that the town does not end up with a lot from the cable company.  Cablevision has been very heavy handed when dealing with the town because they present a take it or leave it attitude because they can go above the town’s head and go directly to the Office of Cable Television and still get approval.  Most of the municipal consent is window dressing and it sounds as though the towns can do a lot however they’re very limited in the authority they have over the cable companies.
Mike Cichetti – South Salem Street – It’s is Mr. Cichetti’s understanding that Cablevision pays the town of Dover and other towns under basic cable rates not under full premium packages.  The State Franchise will provide Verizon to come with a standard flat fee.
Mr. Butts noted that the franchise fee is limited by statue and Verizon will be subject to that same statue (paying on basic service) under the municipal consent.  However, under the System Wide Franchise Application will be 3½ % of gross revenues and it will not be limited the basic service and will include premium packages.
George Laurie – 10 Hillside Avenue – Mr. Laurie explained that recently there were members in town discussing cablevision’s community access channel where Cablevision allowed communities to run public service announcement, upcoming activities just for that town.  Mr. Laurie wanted to know if Verizon offers any channels noted above (Community Access Channel).
Mr. Butts noted that under the system wide application the new legislation they are required to provide two public education government channels to each community if you want them.  If you want a public access channel and government channel the town can have both.  If you can demonstrate a real need for more than that Verizon can discuss other options.  Under the municipal process Verizon will be able to provide access channels.  On the Government Channel the town can broadcast the town meetings and a pubic access channel is a channel open to the public.  You can buy a three in one channel.  The cost for putting together the broadcast will be the town’s responsibility.  Verizon provides the channel.
Attorney Pennella suggested a motion to carry the hearing to November 28, 2006.  No advertisement required.

August 8, 2006
The Regular Meeting of the Mayor and Board of Aldermen was held in council chambers, 37 N. Sussex Street, Dover, New Jersey.
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dodd at 7:38pm

ROLL CALL

Present: Aldermen Romaine, Fahy, Burbridge, Delaney, Poolas, Ryan, Visioli and Mayor Dodd

Absent: Alderman Newman
Also present were Administrator Garvin, Attorney Pennella and Clerk Verga

Clerk Verga stated adequate notice was given to the official newspaper.
Mayor Dodd opened this portion of the meeting to the public for agenda items only.

Kay Walker – 72 B East Blackwell Street – Ms. Walker appreciates the Mayor’s concern in regards to Murphy’s outside events and his concern for the residents in that area.  She noted that since the Mayor spoke to Murphy’s Third Rail there hasn’t been big problems.  Ms. Walker would really appreciate if the Mayor & Board of Aldermen would look into this seriously and make sure the residents in the area are not impacted by this event.  Mayor Dodd noted that Murphy’s Third Rail has been very cooperative with the Town’s request.

Matthew Barrick – 107 Bassett Hwy. – Mr. Barrick wanted to know if Ordinance No. 22-2006 was put off for a vote.  Mayor Dodd explained that the ordinance was put on the agenda by mistake.  The ordinance was passed at the last meeting.
Administrator Garvin – Administrator Garvin provided the following updates.  The request for the speed trailer was forwarded to the Police Department for placement on South Salem Street, per Alderman Fahy’s request.  Ms. Garvin noted that Alderwomen Burbridge requested to look at the parking alignment for handicapped parking and designated spots at the library however there was a scheduling conflict due to department heads’ vacation scheduling.  A meeting has been scheduled for later this week to have an ordinance in place for the board’s consideration.  The Mayor directed a meeting to be scheduled with Dover General Hospital regarding the Psyche unit and it is scheduled for next week.  The tree that has fallen in the Rockaway River on Blackwell & Salem Street has been forwarded to the Morris County Mosquito Commission for their review and handling.  

Mayor Dodd’s Report – Mayor Dodd is very concerned with Dover General’s Psyche unit moving into town.  A meeting has been scheduled and Mayor Dodd’s concern is the effects it will have on the community and how is Dover General best to deal with it.   A meeting has been scheduled to discuss the railway/railroad relocation for Morristown Erie Line.  Mayor Dodd attended the Neighborhood Watch meeting.  There have been some discussions regarding town hall renovations that will be taking place in the near future.  The town is in the process of receiving quotes for the replacement of the front stairs of the municipal building which are deteriorating.  A meeting has been scheduled with New Labor which is an organization that works as a mediator with day laborers as a way to address the day laborer issues.  He has requested attendance records for all the boards and commissions because he has received several complaints of poor attendance.
ALDERMEN/COMMITTEE REPORTS – 

Alderwoman Romaine – Alderwomen Romaine noted there’s an update on the budget and some graphics and charts have been prepared a presentation will be given.  The Planning Board is moving along with the Master Plan and they are looking to adopt at November’s meeting.  The Planning Board and the Board of Adjustments are active with projects that are being going on in Dover.  Alderwomen Romaine is looking forward to the amendments in the ordinance regarding property maintenance and a meeting will be scheduled.
Alderman Fahy – The Recreation Department’s Summer Program for the Youth of Dover is winding down and there was a slight decrease in attendance.  The Board is invited to attend the summer program’s end of the year summer picnic.  Alderman Fahy commended the staff and veterans (Ben Park & Juan Cruz) for their hard work.  Diversity Day will be held this Saturday at the JFK Park.  The various sporting programs are getting under way.  Alderman Fahy directed a question to the second ward aldermen regarding the request from the Recreation Commission to included lights at the Crescent Field Park.  The commission would like some feedback from the aldermen of that ward.  He attended the Neighborhood Watch meeting and the 1st Annual Dover & Rockaway Borough Fire Department Clam Bake.  He noted that the fire department did a fine job and wishes them success.  Alderman Fahy commented that on Legion Place a tree has fallen which might be NJ Transit’s property but it seems to be on the border.
Alderwoman Burbridge – The Shade Tree Commission & Library did not have a meeting because there wasn’t a quorum.  She reminded the Mayor of an interested party.  Mayor Dodd noted that there are several people interested in the position and an appointment will be at the next meeting.  Alderwomen Burbridge noted a few highlights of the Library.  The laser printers are working well and there’s a system in place to keep a limit on time for people accessing the computers.  There’s an estimate for a new roof which will cost $25,000 to $30,000and there will be a request for capital improvements for some of the work.  Alderwomen Burbridge is looking forward to the neighborhood watch meeting and the attendance.
Alderman Delaney – Aldermen Delaney made an announcement regarding the town wide neighborhood watch program that is scheduled this Thursday.  Topics that will be discussed are the neighborhood watch program, gangs and the impact of gangs.  On August 19, the Dover Police Department and Dover Bowling Lanes will be conducting a Safety Awareness Program which the kids will get two free games, fingerprinting and photographs of the children between the ages of 3-16.
Alderman Poolas – No formal report on the board of health.  Alderman Poolas attended the clam bake and on July 25th they conducted their first music (concert) for the seniors at Millpond Towers.  The songs were presented by Robin Foster and Jennifer Shauer.   Alderman Poolas addressed several residents’ complaints (work being performed on cars in the roadway-Princeton Ave., Tree down-Princeton Ave. & sneakers handing on wires-Pequannock/Central Ave.).  Mayor Dodd thanked Alderman Poolas for helping with the removal of the hanging sneakers.   The ceremony for Dogs of Dover is a month away and tags were sold at the flea market.
Alderman Ryan – Alderman Ryan was unable to attend the August 1st Board of Education meeting however he did speak with the superintendent and administration.  They provided him with information that was on the agenda which included a new science program for K-8 grade students & new books.  Dover Schools will be receiving interact boards and training.  Dover is creating a partnership with CCM that will allow Dover students to earn six college credits for research writing and two teachers will be considered adjuncts professors at CCM (Chemistry teacher Christine Seiner (sp) & English teach David Gould).  Dover school will have podcast available which is a way of community outreach.  
Alderman Visioli – Thanked the board members & the public for their phone calls while he was out due to his blood test procedure.  The board was presented with a fire dept. report that demonstrates graphically on the different types of runs.  The ambulance truck is currently on the production line and can be expected sometime in September.
Attorney Pennella Report – Attorney reported that the Shurguard tax appeal was settled prior to trial and that order is file he will forward to Ms. Garvin.
Finance Presentation:

Alderwomen Romaine noted that Mrs. Garvin provided the board with reports to demonstrate the town’s status year to date, from what was budgeted to what was spent.  Alderwomen Romaine confirmed that the town is on target and below budget on expenditures and departments are not in the red.  Administrator Garvin noted that each department budgets have been scrutinized and some purchases have been denied if they’re in accordance with their goals and objectives.  Alderwomen Romaine explained that the reports show the revenues which include interest, court fines and the revenue is flat to budget in several lines.  The town should exceed the objective on the revenues. Alderwomen Romaine & Mayor Dodd thanked Ms. Garvin for her work on preparing the above information.

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of Dover have determined that parcel to be sold is not needed for its own public use; and

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of Dover as follows:

The sale of the property described on the attached Schedule A to the NJDOT for the purpose of the reconstruction of the South Salem Street Bridge over the New Jersey Transit Morristown railroad line is hereby authorized.

Whereas, the date of mailing Town of Dover Tax Bills have been delayed due to receipt of the certified tax rate from the County of Morris Board of Taxation: and

Whereas, in accordance with the spirit and intent of N.J.S.A  54:4-64, Taxpayers should be given adequate notice of taxes due before invoking any payment of interest for delinquency under the provisions of N.J.S.A 54:4-67.

Now, therefore, be it resolved, by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of Dover in the County of Morris, State of New Jersey that:

1) Town of Dover third quarter taxes will not be considered delinquent and interest shall not be charged against same if the payment of such taxes is received by the Tax Collector on or before September 12, 2006.

2) If the third quarter tax payment is not paid on or before September 12, 2006 interest as established by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen resolution RL-021 dated January 1, 2007 shall be charged from August 1, 2007.

Carolyn Blackman -27 Brook Drive – Ms. Blackman advised the board that her street received notice regarding the paving and they asked for the resident’s assistance with the paving.  Ms. Blackman explained that the residents moved their cars and the company did not show up.  Alderman Fahy noted that they were held up with their work on the Madison Street and Mayor Dodd asked them to call the contractors for a date.
Marie Tambini-6-16 E. Blackwell Street – Ms. Tambini was going to reiterate the same concern she had at previous meeting.  Mayor Dodd asked for her cooperation to allow him to look into her concerns that were previously stated.  Ms. Tambini asked for some controls on the bicycles because there’s a safety issue.  Ms. Tambini was happy to see police present in the parking lots.  Ms. Tambini wanted to know the status of the flea market and wants the Mayor to consider the movement of the flea market.  Ms. Tambini thanked the Mayor for his work and all she wants is a nice town.  Mayor Dodd noted that Alderwoman Burbridge attained bicycles racks and they're being installed around the train station.  The Shade Trees on Blackwell Street are reaching into her apartment windows.
Lorraine Cloughley - 27 Everett Drive – Ms. Cloughley is making a formal request to have her street paved.  She provided the Mayor with pictures.  Alderman Fahy noted that he has been in contact with Randolph’s council to possibly work together.  Mayor Dodd said he will forward it to Mr. Hanston.

Mike Scarneo – 66 First Street - Thanked the Dept. of Public Works with the great job they have done in the recent heat wave.   DPW worked on the storm drain near his house and remove six black garbage bags and they did a great job.  DPW said they will put in grates so people can not shove anything into the drains.   However, he has noticed that they don’t work right.  Administrator Garvin confirmed that the grates are approved by DEP and that type must be used.
Antonio Acosta – 130 Madison Street – Mr. Acosta is hoping the board is encouraging office max at the home depot plaza to not be vacant.  Mayor Dodd said he attended a Morris County Economic Development meeting and that building (previously Office Max) did come up for some potential developers.  Mr. Acosta noted that Madison Street is being paved and curbing was done, they did an outstanding job.  Ms. Acosta gave kudos for the status of the fiscal responsibility.  The building on the corner of Route 46 & Sussex Street is coming along very well since the truck hit the building.  
Mike Cichetti – 130 South Salem Street – Mr. Cichetti made some suggestions which included the trees that were left on the Goodale Avenue project.  Mr. Cichetti asked the town to look into the curbing process and the requirements.  Mr. Cichetti commented on the “two-twin towers” homes built on So. Salem Street.  The contractor refuses to clean the existing (inaudible) that pitches the water to the brook.  Mr. Cichetti has been informed that a temporary CO and on a legal note a sidewalk was put in.  Mayor Dodd noted that the sidewalk should have not been put in and there’s a performance bond.
