· A Rabies Vaccination Clinic was held on October 28th. The clinic was held for the first time at the Public Works Garage at 211 N. Sussex Street. The program was a great success due to preparation, plenty of parking, and assistance from DPW, All 150 doses of vaccine that were provided by the State were used. 82 dogs and 68 cats were vaccinated. Because of the success of the program, it is likely that the DPW Garage will be the location for future clinics.
· Food & Drink license renewals for CY 2025 commenced in December and are currently being processed.

· Tattoo Parlor & Massage Parlor license renewals for CY 2025 commenced in December and are currently being processed.

NEW BUSINESS:
The following overview of new business was provided by Ary Orama-Galloza, Board Secretary:

· The health department has a new Health Officer. His name is: Marconi A. Gapas. Our new Health Officer is contracted through a shared service’s agreement with the Township of Union Health Department. Mr. Gapas who was in attendance at the meeting formally met the Board of Health. 

· The health department now has a new Public Health Nurse. Her name is: Claudia Choto, who has worked for the health department in the past. Ms. Choto is bilingual, experienced, and an excellent nurse. 
· The Town of Dover hired a new Sanitation Inspector whose name is Michael Pettoni. Mr. Pettoni is task oriented and diligent about enforcing the garbage and recycling ordinances. Mr. Pettoni issued 87 summons in the prior month of December ’24.
· Dog and cat license renewals commenced in January. By ordinance, January is dog licensing month, after which a late penalty is imposed. Cat owners must license their animals by the end of February, after which a late penalty is imposed.
